Directions

1. Define a common problem or task.

Write this as a statement in your Project Design Folio.

2. Combine two or more items commonly found in your home, to solve the problem or to assist with a task.

The combined items should be used together in a manner different from their intended use.

The items you select should have original uses that are different from each other.  A paper towel and a sponge are similar in use to clean up a spill.  Instead, perhaps try combining something used in a kitchen with something you might use in a car or garage.  

3. Your project must involve the purposeful use of math, science, and engineering.  As an example, math would be used in measuring, weighing, and shaping your new device.  Science might be useful in determining the properties of the new device that would be required for it to work successfully. Engineering would be used in the prototype development and design.

4. Describe the transfer of technology from its intended use to a new use.



5. Describe how science, math, and engineering are reflected in your new product.

6. Take a picture, a brief video, or create a sketch of the new device to submit with your design folio.

7. Submit as one document:

a. Your design folio,

b. Sketches, photo, or video of the product

c. Your statement of technology transfer

d. Your statement describing the interrelationships of math, science, and engineering in your product development
